Literature Scan: Health Cost-Benefit Analysis of Urban Design for Active Transportation 
 
Active Neighbourhoods Canada (ANC) is looking for a graduate student (Master or PhD) to 
conduct a literature scan to assist the ANC establish a baseline understanding of state of the art 
research and practice in Health Cost-Benefit Analysis of Urban Design for Active 
Transportation. 
 
The responsibilities of the RA will be to: 
 
1. Identify key researchers in the area of Health Cost Benefit Analysis, and contact these 
researchers to map the field and determine ‘where is the relevant literature to be found? 
 
2. Identify seminal books, tools and studies on Health Cost Benefit Analysis 
 
3. Draft a briefing paper outlining the basic Health Cost Benefit Analysis approaches, 
strategies, methods and studies. (5-6 pages) 
  
4. Determine if there are any examples of Participatory Health Cost Benefit Analyses. 
 
5. Narrow the scan to  
 1. Urban Design 
 2. Active Transportation 
 3. Health Equity 
 
6. Draft an annotated bibliography of the academic and professional literature. 
 
7. Prepare a presentation of the Lit Scan Findings to the ANC parrtners

Candidates can be based anywhere in 
Canada. This position will pay $25.00/hour for a maximum of 120 hours
